The Best And Simplest Way 
To Memorize

There are many different ways to mem-
orize. And you can search your pre-
ferred manner of memorizing and re-
viewing God’s Word on Google or  on 
YouTube. However, one of the simplest 
and most effective ways of memorizing 
that we have found, is to repeat a scrip-
ture as many times as they are words in 
the scripture, emphasizing each word. 
In other words, if the scripture has 15 
words in it, repeat that scripture 15 
times, emphasizing each word. 
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Here’s an example: “By this shall all men 
know that you are my disciples…” First 
repeat the whole verse, emphasizing the 
word BY…The second time, emphasize 
the word THIS. The third time, empha-
size the word SHALL. The fourth time, 
emphasize the word ALL, etc. And, re-
view that scripture for 5 days, after the 
day that you have memorized. 

 That means that, every day, you will not 
only be memorizing one scripture, but 
reviewing five more. And then, stop for a 
day, and only review the many scriptures 
that you know. And by and by, you will 
have so many scriptures memorized that 
you can quote from memory, whenever 
you witness to people.

Proverbs 11:24, 25 There is one who 
scatters, yet increases more; and there is 
one who withholds more than is right, 
but it leads to poverty. The generous soul 
will be made rich, and he who waters will 
also be watered himself.
Proverbs 19:17 He who has pity on 
the poor lends to the Lord, and He will 
pay back what he has given.
Malachi 3:10 “Bring all the tithes into 
the storehouse, that there may be food in 
My house, and try Me now in this,” says 
the Lord of hosts, “if I will not open for 
you the windows of heaven and pour out 
a blessing that there will not be room 
enough to hold it.”

Romans 12:1, 2 I beseech you there-
fore, brethren, by the mercies of God, 
that you present your bodies a living sac-
rifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is 
your reasonable service. And do not be 
conformed to this world, but be trans-
formed by the renewing of your mind, 
that you may prove what is that good 
and acceptable and perfect will of God.
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OBEDIENCE TO GOD

1 Samuel 15:22 So Samuel said: 
“Has the Lord as great delight in burnt 
offerings and sacrifices, as in obeying 
the voice of the Lord? Behold, to obey is 
better than sacrifice, and to heed than 
the fat of rams.”
Job 36:11 If they obey and serve Him, 
they shall spend their days in prosperi-
ty, and their years in pleasures.
Isaiah 1:19, 20 If you are willing and 
obedient, you shall eat the good of the 
land.
Luke 6:46 Why do you call Me Lord, 
Lord, and not do the things which I say?
John 13:17 If you know these things, 
happy are you if you do them.
John 14:15 If you love Me, keep My 
commandments.
John 15:14 You are My friends if you 
do whatever I command you.
Ephesians 6:6 Not with eyeservice, 
as men-pleasers, but as bondservants 
of Christ, doing the will of God from the 
heart. 
Hebrews 5:8 Though He was a Son, 
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yet He learned obedience by the things 
which He suffered.

Rejoice 
and be exceedingly glad, for great is 
your reward in heaven, for so they per-
secuted the prophets who were before 
you.
Matthew 10:23a When they perse-
cute you in this city, flee to another.
John 15:18 If the world hates you, 
you know that it hated Me before it hat-
ed you.
John 15:20 Remember the word that 
I said to you, “A servant is not great-
er than his master. If they persecuted 
Me, they will also persecute you. If 
they have kept My word, they will keep 
yours also.”
John 16:2b The time is coming that 
whoever kills you will think that he of-
fers God service.
Philippians 1:29 For to you it has 
been granted on behalf of Christ, not 
only to believe in Him, but also to suffer 
for His sake.

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BACKSLIDING

Psalms 37:31 The law of his God is in 
his heart; none of his steps shall slide.

2 Timothy 4:10a Demas has forsaken 
me, having loved this present world.

For it would have been better for 
them not to have known the way of righ-
teousness, than having known it, to turn 
from the holy commandment delivered 
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to them. But it has happened to them 
according to the true proverb: “A dog 
returns to his own vomit,” and, “a sow, 
having washed, to her wallowing in the 
mire.”

CHRISTIANITY IN CRISIS

Matthew 15:8, 9 These people draw 
near to Me with their mouth, and honor 
Me with their lips, but their heart is far 
from Me. And in vain they worship Me, 
teaching as doctrines the command-
ments of men.
Matthew 22:29 Jesus answered and 
said to them, you are mistaken, not 
knowing the scriptures nor the power 
of God.
Mark 7:9, 13 He said to them, “All too 
well you reject the commandment of 
God, that you may keep your tradition, 
making the word of God of no effect 
through your tradition which you have 
handed down. And many such things 
you do.”
Acts 7:48 However, the Most High 
does not dwell in temples made with 
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hands, as the prophet says.
2 Timothy 3:5 Having a form of god-
liness but denying its power. And from 
such people turn away. 
Revelations 3:15, 16 I know your 
works, that you are neither cold nor hot. 
I wish you were cold or hot. But because 
you are lukewarm, and neither cold nor 
hot, I will vomit you out of My mouth.

John 1:17 For the law was given 
through Moses, but grace and truth came 
through Jesus Christ.
Romans 8:2 For the law of the Spirit 
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of life in Christ Jesus has made me free 
from the law of sin and death.
Romans 10:4 For Christ is the end of 
the law for righteousness to everyone 
who believes.
Romans 13:8b For he who loves an-
other has fulfilled the law.
Galatians 3:13a Christ has redeemed 
us from the curse of the law, having be-
come a curse for us.
Galatians 5:1 Stand fast therefore in 
the liberty by which Christ has made 
us free, and do not be entangled again 
with a yoke of bondage.
Galatians 5:13 For you, brethren, 
have been called to liberty; only do not 
use liberty as an opportunity for the 
flesh, but through love serve one an-
other.

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CREATION VS EVOLUTION

Professing to be 
wise, they became fools, who exchanged 
the truth of God for the lie, and wor-
shiped and served the creature rather 
than the Creator.
1 Timothy 6:20 Keep that which is 
committed to thy trust, avoiding profane 
and vain babblings and oppositions of 
science falsely so called.
Hebrews 11:3 Through  faith we un-
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derstand that the worlds were framed 
by the word of God, so that the things 
which are seen were not made of things 
which are visible.
